SITUATION REPORT

INCIDENT NAME: Flow Station 2 Transit Oil Line Release SITREP #: 5 and final

SPILL NUMBER: 0639921801 LEDGER CODE: 14163560

TIME/DATE OF SPILL: In response to recently gathered inspection data, BPXA began shutting down the line at
6:30 AM August 6, 2006. During the shutdown operation, the spill was discovered by Alaska Clean Seas (ACS)
Spill Response Team (SRT) at 8:40 AM, August 6, 2006. The spill was reported to ADEC by the State Troopers at
9:10 AM, August 6, 2006.

TIME/DATE OF SITUATION REPORT: 4:00 PM August 14, 2006.

TIME/DATE OF THE NEXT REPORT: This is the final report.

TYPE/AMOUNT OF PRODUCT SPILLED: BPXA initially reported that an estimated 4 -5 barrels (168 — 210
gallons) of crude oil was released to the tundra. BPXA, in agreement with ADEC, has estimated a final spill volume
of 23 barrels (966 gallons) spilled to tundra and 176 barrels (7,392 gallons) contained and recovered from the “fast-
tanks”.

LOCATION: A crude oil transit line between Flow Station 2 (FS-2) and FS-1, Eastern Operating Area (EOA),
Prudhoe Bay, Alaska.

CAUSE OF SPILL.: Leaking FS-2 Transit Line. The cause is under investigation. Data collected from a smart pig
operation on Friday August 4, 2006 revealed 16 anomalies in 12 locations along this line. These anomalies are
associated with corrosion related pipeline wall-thinning. As a result of the inspection data and associated spill,
BPXA is shutting down the Eastern Operating Area (EOA) of the Prudhoe Bay Qilfield.

POTENTIAL RESPONSIBLE PARTY (PRP): BP Exploration Alaska (BPXA)

RESPONSE ACTION: The flow-line has been sleeved or clamped in all anomalous locations except for one. The
one outstanding anomaly is at a flow-line juncture where another line “T’s off of it. This location will require a
special sleeve that is currently being fabricated. Once the final sleeve is installed, the line will be de-inventoried.
De-inventory of the transit line is planned to begin this Thursday and is expected to take a few days to complete. A
complete line survey is planned when it is emptied.

Over the weekend, spill responders flooded areas of the spill site in hopes of floating and removing additional oil
prior to burning the site. A “test burn” was conducted Sunday morning in an area that had been flooded the night
before. It was determined by ADEC and BPXA that additional flooding of the site would remove too much oil
resulting in an unsuccessful burn operation. The decision was made to vacuum up the remaining fluids on site and
burn the remaining oil. Burning is achieved by use of weed-burners applied to the tundra to remove all oiled tundra
grasses.

The Incident Management Team in Prudhoe Bay ramped down on Saturday night. DEC responders departed
Deadhorse today.

SOURCE CONTROL.: A clamp has been placed over the ruptured area of the pipeline and source control has been
achieved. BPXA has placed sleeves on 15 of the 16 anomaly sites found in the line during the smart pigging.
Efforts are underway to install the final sleeve on the remaining site. Due to the possibility of creating other leaks,
BPXA has stopped examining the remaining pipeline anomalies until the pipeline has been de-inventoried.
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RESOURCES AFFECTED: The tundra is naturally inundated with standing fresh water mitigating oil impact to

this resource. BPXA also pumped water from an adjacent lake to flood the site during oil recovery operations —
ensuring that this water ‘buffer’ was maintained. No impacts to wildlife have been reported at this time.

FUTURE PLANS AND RECOMMENDATIONS: BPXA will develop and submit for ADEC approval a

sampling plan. Sampling will begin once the site has been completely burned. BPXA will also be required to
monitor the site once burning and sampling have been completed.

WEATHER: Overcast, 46 degrees F with winds at 9 mph from the east.

MISSION NAME/NUMBER: TOPOFF 2.
LOCATION: Seattle, WA

. ACTIVITY SINCE LAST REPORT: On Monday, 12 May the unit responded to
the TOPOFF Exercise in Seattle. Scenario is a dirty bomb causing mass
casualties and destruction of property. Gamma radiation was detected. The IC
requested a radiological sample be identified by our MALS personnel. U.S. EPA,
Region X units entered the incident scene to collect samples of the isotopes for
the CST, and to transport to the State Health Lab. Samples were sent to the State
Health Lab for identification. Meanwhile, three (3) teams of two (2) personnel
were sent into the rubble pile, Quadrant A, to conduct reconnaissance and attempt
to ID any radiological agents found in the area. This was accomplished at the
same time other HazMat responders covered the other three quadrants. The
MALS operators made a presumptive identification of the radiological sample as
Cesium 137 and Americium 241; Cesium 137 ID’d at 1835 hours, Americium
ID’d at 2155 hours. The ID of Amerrricium was delayed an hour while a search
for an exercise controller occurred to provide input. Unit terminated on scene
operations at 2230 hours, returned to motel for rest/rehab. Two team members
remained on scene to provide overwatch of team’s equipment and liaison. Two
other team members, previously sent to the hotel for rest, conducted a shift
change at 0100, 13 May. Unit returned to incident scene at 0800 hours on 13
May. At 1100/13 May, a two-man entry team accompanied a Seattle Fire
Department entry team to ID a newly located source of radiation and to cover the
source with a lead shield. Unit expects to conduct similar entries for the
foreseeable future.

PLANNED ACTIVITIES: Unit will remain engaged in TOPOFF until releied by
Incident Commander. Upon release unit will redeploy to Camp Murray, rehab
and reconfigure equipment to return to an alert status. The unit will remain on
“SILVER?” status, as part of the CST Response Management Plan through 31
May.

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2. CURRENT SITUATION
2.1. Sector Mobile Unified Command (UC)
2.1.1. FOSCR - Beach Clean-up Oversight

FOSCR role under Mobile Command Operations is currently being defined at the Branch (County)
level in coastal Mississippi (Hancock, Harrison, and Jackson Counties), Alabama (Mobile County
(including Dauphin Island) and Baldwin County), and the panhandle of Florida (Escambia to
Wakulla Counties).

30° 13’ 43.3” N, 87° 52’ 18.7” W — residential dunes and
fences well oiled.

e Division 2 — Small ribbons of emulsified oil observed swirling in the surf near the shoreline,
located at approximately N 30 deg. 16.062°, W 87 deg. 35.265’, at or near Cotton Bayou.
Several Depressed areas, approximately 50’ to 100’ from the shoreline appear to collect and pool
tidal water. These areas appear heavily oil stained as the pooled tidal water evaporates during
the day. Crews observed cleaning these areas throughout the day, however several areas still
require cleanup.

Fort Morgan, AL (BPAQ04), Gulf Shores, AL, and Destin, FL. Tar balls were present on
beaches at Bay St. Louis, MS and on the beach and a private pier at Pass Christian, MS.
No crude oil odors were observed, no elevated readings were obtained on the instruments
and no samples were collected.

e DataRAMs were deployed by Tetra Tech START to monitor for particulates (PM10) at the
locations on the table below. The instruments were co-located with an Area RAE. Below
is the Time Weighted Averages (TWA) for air monitoring activities conducted by location.

1.0 Introduction

1.1 Background

The Ohio EPA requested U.S. EPA assistance at the Springfield Street VOC Plume Site on
November 16, 2005. The site is located on Planters Avenue between Springfield Street and
Byesville Boulevard, Riverside, Montgomery County, Ohio. The Springfield Street VOC Plume
source area is a parcel which is currently utilized for parking commercial trucks.

Starting in December 2004, the Ohio EPA collected ground water, soil, and soil gas samples
from the area for VOC analysis in an effort to locate the source of volatile organic compounds
(VOCs) affecting Dayton public wells, located along the Mad River. The Ohio EPA has
determined that the source of the VOCs is an approximately 80 x 80 foot area on the parcel used
for truck parking. Soil gas concentrations adjacent to a residence on Planters Avenue exceed
U.S. EPA screening risk values for tetrachloroethylene (PCE) and are of immediate concern.

Elevated levels of PCE and other VOCs, are present in surface soils, and these contaminants are
migrating from the source area in groundwater and in soil gas. Nearby residential areas are at
risk for exposure to VOCs through vapor intrusion from soil gas to indoor air. VOCs in soil gas
appear to originate from source soils and the groundwater plume.

Beginning in December, 2005, the U.S. EPA collected residential indoor air and soil samples
from the area in order to determine if there is a threat presented by the on-site

contamination. The U.S. EPA reviewed the residential air sampling data with ATSDR and the
Ohio Department of Health (ODH) for the purpose of a Health Consultation.

From December 2005-April, 2006, the EPA has sampled indoor air at 22 locations. Sample
results rec'd to date indicate 9 locations exceed long-term indoor air action levels established by
ATSDR and ODH. On March 2, 2006, U.S. EPA Region 5 approved the action memorandum
for a time critical removal action at the SSVP Site. The U.S. EPA removal action was initiated





on April 5, 2006 and will include removal of PCE contaminated soil (source area) and
installation of residential vapor abatement systems.

2.0 Current Activities

2.1 Operations —

Source Removal

On April 5, 2006, ERRS contractors initiated PCE contaminated soil excavation
along Planters Avenue. Between April 5- April 14, 2006, approximately 1,200
cubic yards of PCE contaminated soil was transported for off-site disposal. Off-
site disposal facility is EQ hazardous waste landfill in Bellevue, MI. Post
excavation sampling was completed in grids 1E and 1W on April 12, 2006.

Perimeter Air Monitoring

On April 5, START established hot zone air monitoring locations utilizing 5
Area-Raes. Perimeter monitoring route established on Planters Avenue and
Springfield Street for mobile Rapid Assessment Tool (RAT) monitoring. Air
monitoring is conducted to protect adjacent residents and site workers.

Indoor Air Sampling

To date, indoor air sampling has been completed at 22 residences by
EPA. Sampling includes sub-slab sampling and indoor air sampling for
VOCs per ERT sampling protocol. Sample results are compared to
ATSDR immediate and long-term action levels. 9 residences have been
determined to be above the ATSDR action levels. With owners
permission, EPA will install a residential vapor abatement system at
residences with air monitoring results greater than ATSDR action levels.

Vapor Abatement System Installation

U.S. EPA indoor air monitoring has determined that 9 residences require vapor
abatement system installation. To date, EPA has received property owner
permission from 7 of 9 locations. An ERRS subcontractor (Radon
Technologies) has completed site recon at 7 of 9 locations. Residential vapor
abatement system installation is scheduled to begin on April 24, 2006. Figure 1





below identifies residential locations where vapor abatement systems will be
installed (red and yellow).

2.2 Planning-

2.2.1 Anticipated Activities — Response activities will remain the same through
the next reporting period.

2.2.2 Issues - Post excavation sample plan was completed on April 6, 2006.
Vapor Abatement system performance sampling plan under development. All
site sampling and monitoring is being tracked with a SCRIBE database.
Resident Sample Location Map (attached as Figure 1) summarizes indoor air
sampling completed to date.

2.3 Logistics-On April 5, 2006, the City of Riverside granted permission for EPA to
utilize a city owned lot on Huberville Avenue for temporary staging of roll-off
boxes and command post trailers. Site security is utilized at source area and
command post locations during non-working hours.

1.0 Introduction

1.1 Background

The Republican National Convention (RNC) is being held September 1-4, 2008 in St. Paul,
Minnesota. In order to be ready in the unlikely case of an incident at the RNC, the U.S.
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) has pre-deployed responders and equipment to
Plymouth, MN. To prepare for the RNC, EPA Region 5 personnel participated in the
consequence management subcommittee meetings since March 2008.





2.0

Executive Summary

The Region 5 IMT has been stood up in Plymouth MN. The Region 5 mobile command
post, ERT TAGA bus, NDT, ERT, NCERT, and Region 5 response trailers and other
response related equipment are staged at the ICP. During the last operational period EPA
conducted the following:

e The Biological Strike Team conducted a Biological Decontamination Workshop at
the MPCA. There were 41 people in attendance representing 15 entities.

e The Radiation Strike Team conducted two Radiation Equipment Demonstrations at
the Minnesota Fire Training Center. There were 40 people in attendance
representing 13 entities.

e The third IMT planning cycle was conducted on September 2, 2008.

e The third Operations briefing was conducted on September 2, 2008.

1.11 History

Region 5 staff has been preparing for this pre-deployment since March, 2008 with several
Command and General Staff meetings, four exercises, and monthly IAPs and SitReps.

1.2 Incident Objectives and Command Emphasis

1.2.1 Coordinate with local, state, and federal agencies to optimize EPA Region 5
and National Team involvement in RNC Homeland Security operations.

1.2.2 Communicate preparations and activity to Regional Management and to
National Program Management.

1.2.3 Ensure Health & Safety of all EPA and contractor personnel involved in
RNC pre-deployment operations.

1.2.4  Conduct logistical support for RNC Homeland Security Operations.

1.2.5 Conduct response training and decontamination workshops for local, state
and federal responders during RNC pre-deployment operations.

1.2.6 Participate in operations at the FEMA 10F, MACC, JIC, Ramsey County
EOC, and Minneapolis EOC during RNC and communicate with EPA ICP.

1.3 Critical Resource Needs

No additional resources are anticipated to be required beyond the pre-deployed resources.

Activities During Reporting Period

2.1. REOC (CHICAGO)

The REOC stood up today and is being staffed during regular business hours. REOC staff
are maintaining situational awareness, and providing information to EPA Headquarters, the
Superfund Division Director, and the IMT. Daily calls have been instituted (1045 and 1530
hrs), and will remain the method for passing information between the IMT, EOC, R5
management and EPA Headquarters for the remainder of the RNC.

2.2 Operations Section





There are four HAZMAT strike teams pre-deployed by the USEPA, including a Radiation
Strike Team, Biological Strike Team, Chemical Strike Team, and Emergency Response
Strike Team. Each team is a complete Level A HAZMAT capable team. These strike
teams are available for hazardous materials operations anywhere in the Minneapolis-St.
Paul metro area. These teams are comprised of the USEPA and contractor personnel
covering day operations. An ER night operations strike team is comprised of ERT and
USCG personnel. The teams are staged at the Incident Command Post at the Radisson
Conference Center in Plymouth, Minnesota. Each strike team consists of between four and
nine personnel, and is capable of stand-alone Level A/B/C/D entries.

Emergency Response - Pipeline Rupture

1.1.3 Site Description

A 30-inch pipeline ruptured, releasing crude oil (NRC report of 19,500 barrels) into a culvert
leading to Talmadge Creek. Talmadge Creek is a tributary to the Kalamazoo River. The response
site is along Talmadge Creek and the Kalamazoo River running from Marshall, Michigan, to
downstream of Battle Creek, Michigan. The Kalamazoo River is bordered by marshland and
developed properties for the approximate 30-mile stretch of the response site.

1.1.4 Preliminary Removal Assessment/Removal Site Inspection Results

Approximately 30 miles of the Kalamazoo River have been impacted. The Kalamazoo River
experienced flooding before and after the spill. The river levels later fell and stranded oil in some
backwaters, wetlands and floodplains. Talmadge Creek was boomed off at the confluence to the
Kalamazoo River. Containment and absorbent boom were deployed along the Kalamazoo River
and Talmadge Creek. Containment and absorbent boom also were deployed in Morrow Lake.
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1.1.5 Enforcement Activities, Identity of Potentially Responsible Parties
Enbridge is the RP.

On July 27, 2010, EPA issued an Administrative Order under section 311(c) of the Clean Water
Act to Enbridge. Enbridge has submitted and EPA has approved the following deliverables
required by the Order including but not limited to: Operational Health and Safety Plan; Pipeline
Repair Workplan; Sampling and Analysis Plan; Quality Assurance Project Plan; Oil Containment
and Recovery Plan; Source Area Remediation Plan; Remediation Plan for Downstream Impacted
Areas; and Waste Treatment, Transportation, and Disposal Plan.

1.2 Incident Objective and Command Emphasis

The following incident objectives and command emphasis are taken from the 1AP for the
Operational Period September 6, 2010, 0700 to September 8, 2010, 0700.

Incident Objectives

1. Ensure health and safety of the public and response and recovery personnel.

2. Maintain the isolation of the Kalamazoo River from up-gradient source area.

3. Ensure effective transition of regulatory oversight of the oil impacted areas from EPA to
MDNRE jurisdiction as appropriate.

4. Contain and recover oil and contaminated vegetation in Talmadge Creek and Kalamazoo
River.

5. Maintain effective unified communications with cooperating and assisting agencies and the
public.

6. Perform remediation and restoration of all affected public and private areas of river and river
systems.

7. Provide protection of environmentally and culturally sensitive areas including wildlife and
historic properties.

8. Protect threatened and endangered species and continue to recover and rehabilitate injured
wildlife.

9. Continue to collect, coordinate, manage and communicate environmental and public health
data including maintenance of Joint Information Center function.

Command Emphasis

1. Continue to evaluate and enhance submerged oil monitoring in the Kalamazoo River and at
Morrow Lake, including assessment, mapping and development of near and long-term capture
and management options.

2. Determine final assessment approach for evaluation of clean-up effectiveness along Talmadge
Creek.

3. Complete necessary sampling, grade restoration and stabilization work along Talmadge Creek
as appropriate in accordance with MDNRE guidance.

1.3  Strategic Considerations

1) Emphasize need for awareness of local traffic and back-to-school safety considerations
across all site work locations.
2) Emphasis with Enbridge to get submerged oil recovery going at Ceresco Dam.
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3) Develop and implement plans to augment the identification and documentation of overbank
areas of concern.

2 Current Activities

2.1  Operations Section

2.1.1 Narrative

The response site extends from the pipeline break to the dam at the end of Morrow Lake.
Operationally, the response has been divided into two Oil Recovery and Cleanup Branches: East
and West. These branches have been geographically divided into five Divisions, A through E,
with Division A starting at the pipeline break and Division E ending at the western edge of
Morrow Lake (see attached map). The East Branch includes Divisions A and B and the West
Branch includes Divisions C, D and E. Division C is currently an area of command emphasis and
has been further subdivided into four groups performing similar response activities in order to
accelerate cleanup progress in that Division. Certain control points are denoted by division letter
then control point number (i.e., C3 refers to control point three within Division C). Additionally
the entire length of the site is now divided into one-quarter mile sections.

The Unified Command organizational charts (ICS 207 forms) are presented in Figures 1- 4. The
ICS 207 Forms describe in detail the work breakdown structure for the response action.

The following activities occurred during the reporting period from 1900 hours on September 7,
2010 to 1900 hours on September 8, 2010:

Division A
Division A has been extended to incorporate the portion of Talmadge Creek from Location A4 to
Division Drive.

Enbridge reported the following:

e Scraping at Location A5 under the guidance of AECOM.

e Assignment of crew to walk the creek and address hot spots per EPA map and visual
inspection.

Response Support, Southeastern Louisiana, dated September 2005, and Addendum | dated February

2006, and Addendum Il dated March 2006.

o EPA collected 4 pre-expansion samples (plus 2 duplicate samples) at the Orleans Parish
Household Hazardous Waste Collection Site, located at 10200 Gentilly Road, in New Orleans,
Louisiana. Samples will be collected in accordance with the Site Specific Addendum for Post-
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Closure Sampling at the Orleans Parish Household Hazardous Waste Collection Site-Pre-
Expansion Samples, March 18, 2006.

Phase IV (Area-Wide) Sediment Grab Sampling Team

EPA collects sediment samples under an addendum to the Emergency Response Quality Assurance

Sampling Plan (QASP) for Hurricane Katrina Response, Screening Level Sampling for Sediment in

Areas Where Flood Water Receded, Southeast Louisiana.

e EPA collected 36 sediment samples (plus 6 duplicate samples) in Orleans Parish during the
reporting period. Sampling and recon activities will continue until further notice.

Air Sampling Group

Air Station Sampling Teams

o EPA discontinued 24-hour air monitoring and sampling at three fixed sites (MTA, Arabi, and
Meraux) located in the area surrounding the Paris Road debris collection and grinding site (URG
#1). These 3 sites have been scaled back to the routine sampling schedule of one sampling event
every three days.

e Routine air sampling activities at the 12 remaining fixed air stations continued during this reporting
period. See table below for information on total number of samples collected.

FEMA Temporary Housing Sampling Group
EPA collects sediment samples under the guidance of the Field Addendum to Sediment QASP
Sampling at Temporary Housing Locations, (Emergency Response Quality Assurance Sampling Plan
(QASP) For Hurricane Katrina Response Screening Level Sampling for Sediment in Areas Where
Flood Water Receded Southeast, Louisiana). EPA submits the samples to a commercial laboratory to
determine the presence of hazardous materials (potential contaminants of concern) that could present
an unacceptable risk to human health and the environment at FEMA temporary housing sites.

At FEMA's request, EPA collected 16 soil samples and 2 duplicates of excavated soil at the Corrine
Baptist Church Temporary Housing Site to confirm that soil contamination has been removed. This
site is located at 5620 E. Judge Perez Dr., in Violet, Louisiana. Samples collected in accordance
with the following: Quality Assurance Sampling Plan for FEMA Excavated Soils at the FEMA
Corrine Baptist Church Temporary Housing Site, St. Bernard Parish, March 2006.

Facility Damage Assessment Group

FDAG team assisted the 510 Collection Area Group contacting businesses and providing them the
opportunity to reclaim property from the 510 Collection Site or gaining from them the authorization
to dispose. The group transferred the updated database to the 510 Collection Area Group and
submitted all documentation to the Documentation Unit.

EPA and LDEQ FDAG completed the assessment of remaining permitted facilities (managed under
FRP, WW, TRI or RMP regulatory programs) located throughout southern Louisiana. The purpose
was to assess whether these facilities experienced hurricane-related damage.

B. Emergency Response Branch - The ER Branch addresses situations that require immediate or
short-term action. Divisions within the Branch conduct recon of reported situations/conditions and take action
to address them, such as removal of hazardous material and transport to a collection area. Once at the
collection area, EPA characterizes, consolidates, and packages the materials for transport and disposal. This
information is provided by START who sit in the Operations Room.

Response / Removal / Abandoned Container Group

EPA conducted reconnaissance in Orleans Parish, visiting 211 sites, opening 88 new sites, and
closing 116 sites in the Reconnaissance Database.

EPA conducted helicopter reconnaissance in Saint Bernard and Orleans Parishes.

EPA stabilized 21 drums of mixed medical wastes from a site in Orleans Parish. EPA CID and
LDEQ are pursuing the case with the property owner.

510 Collection Area Group

EPA continued to categorize and consolidate container contents, and arrange for transportation and
disposal.

The collection area received 28 drums greater than fifty-five gallons, 89 fifty-five gallon drums, 27
containers between five and fifty-five gallons, 21 containers smaller than five gallons, 41 propane
tanks, and 121 other cylinders.

EPA collected 2 references samples (plus 2 split samples) at the I-510 Bridge Hazardous Waste
Collection Area. This site is located on Gentilly Road, in New Orleans, Louisiana. Samples were
collected in accordance with the following: Quality Assurance Sampling Plan Hazardous Debris
Staging Areas, Pre-Deployment Soil Sampling, Hurricane Katrina Response Support, Southeastern
Louisiana for Post-Closure Sampling at the 1-510 Bridge Hazardous Waste Collection Site, March,
2006.
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Abandon/Orphan Explosives Group

e The AOEG working in the East Branch responded to 27 sites, closed 25 sites, added 60 firearms,
and 960 pounds of ammunition to the Orleans HHW and they added 1 firearm and 45 pounds of
ammunition to the Plaquemines HHW.

e The AOEG working in the West Branch responded to 44 sites, closed 43 sites, and added 12
firearms and 900 pounds of ammunition and flares to the West Branch HHW.

e The West Branch AOEG relinquished custody of one locked gun safe to the Cameron Parish
Sheriff's Department.

e March 17th, the West Branch Abandoned/Orphan Explosives Group met with representatives of the
USACE, FEMA, various demolition contractors, and EPA Contractors in Vermilion Parish to discuss
the current procedures for collecting flood damaged ammunition and firearms, including the lines of
communication for requesting pick-up of ammunition and firearms.

HAZARDOUS DEBRIS COLLECTION BRANCHES - The Hazardous Debris Collection Branches are
organized by geographical locations. The task forces within the Branches collect and transport HHW
and orphan containers to collection areas. At these collection areas, hazardous materials are
segregated and bulked for disposal. The USACE collects and transports white goods to collection
areas where they are cleaned and refrigerants and compressor oil are removed. EPA conducts air
monitoring, documents operations, and coordinates closely with USACE on these activities. EPA
coordinates and documents the return of containers to responsible parties, utilizing manifests created
with EPA ERT’s DrumTrak program. EPA also conducts public outreach by distributing fliers that
provide information on HHW collections. These activities occurred in the following parishes: St.
Tammany, Jefferson, Plaquemines, Orleans, St. Bernard, Vermillion, Iberia, Calcasieu, and Cameron.
This information is provided by the STARTs who sit in the Operations Room on the west
wall. All the field crews report to these STARTS, and they combine all the divisions into
the HHW SITREP.

C. East Branch
St. Bernard Division

e EPA continued the 8" HHW curbside sweep in grids 1051 and 995, progressing eastward.

e EPA continued receipt, segregation, consolidation, and disposal activities at the collection area.
Received containers from curbside HHW collection, URG address lists, and from marsh collection
operations (activities detailed in the Marsh Recovery Branch Section).

e The St. Bernard collection area received materials collected by the East Bank Task Force of the
Plaguemines Division.

e EPA received 293 new addresses for houses gutted by Habitat for Humanity. To date, HHW has
been collected from a total of 478 Habitat for Humanity addresses.

e URG debris removal crews were not operating during the reporting period.

Murphy Oil Removal Task Force
This comes from the START assigned to Murphy Oil. It will come to the
R6IMT_SituationUnitLeader mailbox named “mm-dd_unit_log _214.doc. Save it to the
shared Unified Command drive Situation Report folder as Murphy Oil mm-dd.doc.

e EPA continues to oversee Murphy cleanup activities. Murphy continues daily boom
maintenance and replacement. Oil recovery is essentially complete. Booms will be left in
place for several more area rain events.

e Approximately 217,900 cubic yards of oil-contaminated debris have been collected by Murphy
crews to date.
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e EPA has collected 751 QA/QC split samples from 7,259 interior and exterior sediment
samples gathered at 4,288 addresses.

e Atotal of 1,262 addresses have had Phase | (exterior) cleanup and documentation completed,
and are reported as closed.

e A total of 269 homes have had both interior and exterior cleanup and documentation
completed, and are reported by Murphy QOil as closed.

e Murphy has excavated and sampled a total of 45 residential yards to date.

e EPA crews monitored Murphy’'s contractor as they revisited 122 addresses during the
operational period. “Revisits” are being conducted where previous attempts to sample were
hampered by physical barriers (locked doors, structural damage, etc). Other “revisit” locations
may require the collection of additional samples (i.e. for questionable analytical results, lost
samples, etc).

e 20 FEMA properties were inspected by EPA and 17 properties were turned over to LDEQ for
final inspection. EPA has inspected and documented a total of 248 properties cleared for
FEMA trailer placement.

e 141 non-FEMA properties were inspected by EPA and 72 properties were turned over to
LDEQ for final inspection.

e Murphy/Contractors conducted air monitoring at one business.

Plaguemines Division

The East Bank Task Force continued collection of materials from USACE home demolition crews.
The Bulking and Disposal Task Force continued receipt, segregation, consolidation, and disposal
activities at the Fort Jackson Collection Area.

The West Bank/Special Operations Task Force continued collection of materials from USACE
home demolition crews, Empire landfill, Bootheville-Venice area, North Plaquemines Parish, and
from around Belle Chase.

Special Operations conducted recon of HHW in residential areas in North Plaguemines Parish.
Team concentrated on HHW located at the Plaquemines Parish Maintenance Yard near the Belle
Chase Ferry Landing.

Orleans Division

Continued receipt, segregation, consolidation, and disposal activities at the collection area.
Received containers from curbside collections, USACE contractors and Jefferson Parish.

US Immigration and Customs Enforcement Division of the Department of Homeland Security
delivered 5 firearms, 1 BB gun and a box of ammunition (damaged by the hurricane) to the HHW
Collection Area.

EPA continued the 17" curbside collection sweep of Orleans Parish including areas of the Little
Woods, Kingswood, Mid City, Venetian Village and Vietnamese Subdivision areas.

The Special Operations task forces conducted water operations in the Inner Harbor Navigational
Canal, picked up items from the Old Gentilly Landfill/white goods area and transferred them to the
510 collection area completed recon of the 9" Ward and picked up HHW and ammunition from
the USACE collection locations.

White goods operations were active during the reporting period.

510 Bridge Collection facility is developing a plan to get the Orleans HHW collection site geared
up for receiving industrial and commercial waste streams. The Environmental Unit members were
on-site to recon the sample locations for expansion of the collection site to accommodate the new
waste streams.

St. Tammany Division

SITREP #92
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Boat operations recovered containers from canals along US Hwy 11 and Eden Isles/Oak Harbor,
and north of US Hwy 433 and west Pearl River.
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EPA, continued curbside HHW Wand White Goods collection from areas of the Parish where
USACE currently does not have a mission.

EPA continued receipt, segregation, consolidation, and disposal activities at the collection area.
Received containers from curbside collections, USACE contractors, and from boat operations.
EPA conducted recon north of Interstate-90 and west of Interstate 59.

Collections continue in the area of Bayou Bonafuca.

Coin du Lestin and West Pearl River operations are complete.

D. Central Branch
Vermilion/lberia Division

EPA/USCG teams conducted recovery of HHW and orphan containers in Vermilion Parish around
the communities of Abbeville, in the Big Woods area, Erath, Pecan Island, Marina Road
(northeast of Pecan Island), and in the Pumpkin Island area of Vermilion Parish

EPA continued to field calls from Vermilion Parish residents regarding recovery and disposal of
HHW and orphan containers.

EPA shipped off-site for disposal three roll-off boxes containing non-regulated hazardous waste
(boom, absorbent pads, and cut-up empty drums) and weighing approximately 2,500 pounds
each.

EPA shipped 1 roll-off box off-site containing regulated hazardous waste weighing approximately
9,200 pounds, and non-regulated hazardous waste (Grease, Latex Paint, Oil Filters, Oily Sludge,
Diesel Sludge, Sand/Soil and Mud/Solids) weighing approximately 10,000 pounds.

Eight skids containing electronic goods weighing approximately 2,400 pounds were shipped off
site for recycling.

Lafourche/Terrebonne Division

EPA conducted recovery of HHW and orphaned containers in the coastal Terrebonne Parish
waterways of Turtle Bayou, Bayou DulLarge, Bayou Grand Caillou, Jug Lake, Lake Decade,
Carenco Lake, and the Houma Navigational Canal.

Containers collected from this operation were transported to the Vermilion/Iberia collection area
for bulking and disposal.

EPA pumped oil out of a 30,000-gallon AST in Dog Lake into fifty-five-gallon drums for transport
to the collection area.

E. West Branch

EPA/USCG crews continued to collect hazardous debris from Cameron Parish. Most recovery
efforts were focused in marsh areas.

Marsh Ops Division A

EPA/USCG recovery teams collected hazardous debris from Zones 19 and 22, and completed
Zone 23.
Collected hazardous debris was stabilized and transferred to the Gibbstown Collection area.

Marsh Ops Division B

EPA/USCG Recovery teams continue the recovery of hazardous debris from Zone 19, 21, 25, and
completed Zone 26.
Collected hazardous debris was stabilized and transferred to the Gibbstown Collection area.

Marsh Ops Division C

SITREP #92
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EPA/USCG recovery crews conducted operations in Zones 18, 19 and completed Zone 25.
Collected hazardous debris was stabilized and transferred to the Gibbstown Collection area.
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Collections/Special Operations Group

The West Ferry and Gibbstown Collection Taskforces continued to accept hazardous debris from
recovery teams. Collection taskforces are responsible for the identification, segregation, bulking,
and disposal of material delivered.

Special Operations conducted reconnaissance and collection of hazardous debris that is
accessible by land.

Ammunition Task Force continued to collect ammunition and firearms. Collected items were
transferred to the Gibbstown Collection area.

Wetlands Technical Support Group

The Wetlands group continued to provide wetland planning and consultation to ongoing
operations.

F. Marsh Recovery Branch
St. Bernard Marsh Division

EPA/USCG crews continued recovery of HHW, orphan drums, and containers in the marsh and
wetland areas in the Bayou Bienvenue and Delacroix Island areas.

Recovered items include 2139 HHW items, 69 fifty-five gallon drums, 1 propane cylinder, 136 five
gallon buckets, and 5 tanks.

EPA and Coast Guard representatives met with a land owner to arrange further permission to
continue work on his land after they were asked to vacate his property. Resolution is expected
within the week.

Plaguemines Marsh Division

Crews continued inland marsh operations to close-out PDA items turned over to EPA by USCG.
One crew operated out of Point A La Hache, and a second crew operated out of Port Sulphur.
There were 346 HHW items, 8 white goods, 9 fifty-five gallon drums, 7 electronics, and 11
cylinders, and 10tanks that were collected.

Crews participated in the oversight of HHW and white goods in the Grand Bayou area.

March 14th, 15th and 16th USCG and USES operations were shut down due to heavy winds and
rough waters.

Helicopter over flight was conducted of the Pilot Town area to address questionable items, assess
cleanup efforts, and assess forward planning for white goods, HHW, and hazardous waste items
remaining in the area.

The NewsStandard reported in an article headlined, "EPA Under Fire for Inaction on Katrina
Cleanup," that environmental and civil rights groups have petitioned the federal government to
clean up contamination released when Hurricanes Katrina and Rita ravaged insufficiently secured
chemical stockpiles, submerged fuel-filled cars and stirred-up urban waste. A dozen groups joined
the petition, including the NRDC, NAACP, and National Black Environmental Justice Network.

On Saturday, March 18, the New Orleans Picayune reported, in an article headlined, “EPA Chief
Backs Coast Restoration,” that EPA Administrator Stephen Johnson supports coastal restoration,
but announced no new funding for restoration efforts when he spoke at the annual meeting of the
National Wildlife Federation in New Orleans on Friday.

A. Environmental Assessment Branch

Environmental Sampling Group

No samples were collected during the reporting period.

Environmental Water Quality Sampling Group

Water Quality: No water sampling was received by Operations on October 27 or 28,
2005. Operations has no plans for future water quality sampling events, but continues to
coordinate and support LDEQ water quality sampling, as requested.

Rapid Response Team

No rapid response sampling requests were received on October 27, 2005.

Three soil samples, including a duplicate, were collected at the Agriculture Street Landfill
on October 28, 2005 per the Streamlined Sampling and Analysis Plan for Hurricane
Impacts Evaluation - Seep Sampling Event, dated October 26, 2005. These samples
will be analyzed for polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbons, TAL metals, and iron-reducing
bacteria.

Potable Water Testing Group

The Region 8 Mobile Lab located in Kinder, LA, conducted bacteriological analyses for
public water system and private water well samples. The lab analyzed 10 samples on
October 27and 65 samples on October 28.

Kinder operations will continue through Friday, October 28 2005 and will be discontinued
on Saturday, October 29 2005.

The Region 8 Lab will be demobilized on October 30, 2005 from Louisiana and
transported to Houston, Texas for the remainder of the hurricane. LDHH will use their
labs to conduct bacteriological analysis in future.

EBAMSs are continuous PM; 5
and PMo monitors that are capable of continuously reporting mass measurements by
satellite data upload.

e Conducted 24-hour samples for Polycyclic Aromatic Hydrocarbons (PAH), metals,
asbestos, and volatile organic compounds (VOCs) from SKC low flow air sampling
pumps operated at 3 sites in Orleans Parish and St. Charles Parish on October 26, 2005
through October 27, 2005 and at 6 sites in Orleans Parish, St. Charles Parish, and
Jefferson Parish on October 27, 2005 through October 28, 2005. Additionally, on
October 27, 2005 an AreaRAE was co-located at each site for a minimum of 3 hours that
monitored for various gases dependent on the installed sensors. These samples are
being taken to determine background concentrations. To date, no elevated readings
have been found.

e Conducted an emergency response to a leaking drum located in a residential area
located in CST Grid/Section 5 in Orleans Parish. Recovery Group 1 Team, whose air
monitoring readings near the drum indicated elevated readings for hydrogen sulfide,
initially discovered the drum. Vapors emanating from the leaking drum caused two of
the Recovery Group 1 Team members to become ill. Those team members were taken
to the Spirit of Charity Expeditionary Medical Facility. One team member declined
treatment, while the other was treated and released. The subsequent emergency
response confirmed the elevated air monitoring readings for hydrogen sulfide. A
response team, outfitted in Level B PPE, overpacked the drum for disposal. The drum
was transported to the 1-510 Collection Area. The drum was categorized and
determined to be mostly water with odors associated with rotting vegetation.

SAFETY OFFICER

Personnel conducting field activities should be cognizant of possible bio-hazards including
snakes, safe watercraft operations, and hospital locations need to be determined in advance. All
personnel in boats need to wear personal floatation devices. Hot and humid working conditions
are the norm. Drink plenty of water and avoid alcohol and caffeine. Everyone working under
hot conditions should void every one to two hours or they are becoming dehydrated. Everyone
needs to be cognizant of driving distances and times after working long days in order to avoid
traffic accidents. The Incident Commander and Branch Directors need to monitor for severe
weather conditions in their respective operational areas. When lightening is present, operations
should cease until 30 minutes past the last visible lightening strike. All personnel should move
as far away from water as possible during weather events that include lightening.

Working long hours, seven days a week can lead to stress. EPA has personnel in R7 and in HQ
to field calls from responders who are feeling stressed.

Executive Summary: The United States Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) is a part of
a larger Federal, State and local preparedness effort to be ready in the unlikely event of an
incident during the Demaocratic National Convention (DNC). USEPA has completed all plans,
liaison assignments, and staffing for all positions associated with the DNC. USEPA Region 8
stood up an Incident Management Team (IMT) for all activities for DNC support on

August 22, 2008 and maintained it through August 29, 2008. Daily Situation Reports (SitReps)
were developed and are attached to this document as Appendix A. Each unit provided daily
updates which were incorporated into the SitReps.

As detailed in this report, a multitude of resources were available for response if needed. In
summary, there were a total of five HAZMAT response teams pre-deployed by the USEPA and
the USCG. The USEPA also had pre-deployed special response teams, response specialists, and
sampling assets to the area and had secured additional operating space. In order to take full
advantage of the pre-deployed resources, multiple training exercises were conducted during the
eight day period.

Routine response operations were maintained during this period. There were no DNC related or
other incidents requiring USEPA response during this time within the Denver metro area.

1.0 Introduction

1.1 Background: The DNC is being held August 25-28, 2008 in Denver, Colorado. In
order to be ready in the unlikely case of an incident at the DNC, the USEPA has pre-
deployed responders and response equipment to Denver, CO. Operational readiness
commenced on August 22, 2008 and continued through August 29, 2008. USEPA
Region 8 stood up an IMT and completed planning efforts for the DNC.





1.2 Objectives/Incident Objectives and Command Emphasis

The primary objective of the incident command was to ensure the safety of all personnel
deployed within USEPA’s command structure. To this end, a joint health and safety plan
was prepared and daily safety meetings were held.

Effective communications and information exchange with command posts and staging
areas are vital to the success of any incident. Various intel sources were utilized to
ensure effective preparation of equipment and staff for response. All communication
systems were established, functioning, and backup communications tested. A
communications plan was developed and implemented for this period.

USEPA pre-deployed response assets and the IMT to assist local authorities during the
DNC events and Denver Metro area with hazardous materials response capabilities.

During the period of the DNC, it was vital to maintain Region-wide 24 hour response
readiness and maintain operations at ongoing Removal Actions. All ongoing Removal
Actions were adequately staffed. Regular ongoing standby staff were assigned and ready
to respond to normal incidents.

Due to the large number and the diversity of the assets available during the pre-
deployment, training exercises were conducted for all groups to learn from each other in
order to effectively conduct response actions for a large scale incident response.

The assets were pre-deployed with the ultimate objective of response to oil and/or
hazardous materials, or weapons of mass destruction at the Pepsi Center or other secure
venues.

1.3 Critical Resource Needs
No additional resources are anticipated to be needed beyond the pre-deployed resources.
1.4 Strategic Considerations

USEPA Region 8 identified a location for the Incident Command Post and Operations
personnel and equipment in Denver, CO. The Regional Emergency Operations Center
(REOC) was active at the USEPA Region 8 offices (1595 Wynkoop Street). All
objectives discussed above were reviewed daily, and modified as needed. A two shift
schedule was enacted for the pre-deployment. Shift 1 was from 10:00 AM to 10:00 PM
and Shift 2 was from 10:00 PM to 10:00 AM.

The Region 8 REOC was staffed during Shift 1 as follows:
e Regional Incident Commander (RIC)
e Deputy Regional Incident Commander (DRIC)
e Situation Unit Leaders (SIT), including Geographic Information Systems (GIS)
support personnel
e Environmental Unit Leader (EU) and support personnel including; ERT,
CDC(NIOSH) and ASTDR

The Safety Officer and the Services Branch Director covered the same shift, working in
both Operations and at the REOC. The Liaison Officer, the Logistics Section Chief, and
the Planning Section Chief worked during Shift 1, and were in the REOC or their regular
work area within the building. The Finance Section Chief, the Support Branch Director,
and the Time Unit Leader worked normal business hours at their regular duty stations on
their typical projects.

2.0 Current Activities (Operations)

2.1 Operations Section Update:

There were a total of five HAZMAT response teams pre-deployed by the USEPA and the
USCG. Each team had a complete Level A HAZMAT capable team. These HAZMAT
teams were available for hazardous materials operations anywhere in the Denver Metro
area. Two teams were comprised of the USEPA and contractor personnel (START or
REAC) covering Shift 1. A third team was comprised of the USCG personnel that also
covered Shift 1. The fourth team covered Shift 2 and was comprised of one Region 8
OSC, two START contractors, and two USCG personnel. The teams were staged near
Building #25 at the Denver Federal Center (DFC) in Lakewood, Colorado. Each Shift 1
team consisted of between nine and eleven personnel, and was capable of stand alone
Level A/B/C/D entries, conducting real time air monitoring, all media sampling, technical
assistance, initial mitigation, and multi-media documentation. The Shift 2 team was
capable of everything the Shift 1 teams are capable of with the exception of requiring
assistance from another Federal, State, or local response team for any Level A or B
entries.

The fifth team was the USEPA Office of Criminal Enforcement, Forensics and Training
(OCEFT) Homeland Security Division (HSD) Operation Section’s National
Counterterrorism Evidence Response Team (NCERT). This team was under the control
and direction of Mike Cook, HSD Director, and was capable of making up to Level A
entries to collect forensic evidence, provide criminal law enforcement, force protection,
and other duties, and works closely with the FBI’s Hazardous Materials Response Unit.

The USEPA’s ERT Trace Atmospheric Gas Analyzer (TAGA) bus was pre-deployed to
the DFC. Instruments on the TAGA bus can measure concentrations of pre-selected
industrial compounds in the air at the parts-per-billion level as the bus is being driven.
The USEPA Region 8 Laboratory in Golden, Colorado, was available during the DNC.
The USEPA had a health physicist from the Radiological Emergency Response Team
(RERT) working Shift 1 and on-call after hours for radiation response support, and a
member of the National Decon Team (NDT) available for decon support. Other
resources working Shift 1, and on-call for Shift 2, included a Toxicologist, Health
Physicist, ATSDR Representative, NIOSH Representative, and a Science Officer. ERRS
contractors were on heightened alert and able to respond within two hours.

The USEPA’s Region 8 Mobile Command Post (MCP) was also available for
deployment. DHS’s ASPECT Aircraft was available to respond if needed. Radiation





monitoring equipment and AreaRaes (stationary chemical detectors) were stored at the
USEPA Warehouse for the duration of the DNC.

The SitReps were updated as necessary through daily essential environmental
information reports. Those reports were used for briefing materials and were posted to
www.epaosc.net. The situation report contains a complete set of these daily SitReps in
appendix A.

2.2.2 Situation Unit

The Situation Unit was established to monitor ongoing event related activities at all levels
to document the situation. Updates to the initial SitRep were made on a daily basis. The
initial SitRep was issued once during the deployment phase and updated with daily
SitRep updates. At no time during the pre-deployment did an event initiate an event
specific SitRep. A summary report, containing essential environmental information was
developed daily and included in the daily SitRep update report. Tracking of normal
regional operations continued with a daily report.

A password protected website (www.epaosc.net) was established by USEPA Region 8
for DNC activities.

Maps of the various venues, strategic points of interest, and lodging sites were created
and updated throughout the pre-deployment as necessary.

2.2.3 Resource Unit
One IAP was prepared for the entire pre-deployment at the DNC. At no time during the

pre-deployment did it become necessary to prepare a daily IAP. The Resource Unit
tracked staff supporting the pre deployment.

2.3 Finance Section





USEPA HQ funding was received and distributed to ERT, NDT, and support contractors.
USEPA Region 8 developed specific DNC accounts for time and travel reporting.
Schedules were set for normal operations.

This was followed by a report of
a chemical explosion. Responding fire companies then reported actual event was a
toluene fire. The facility and Adams County fire reported the fire was quickly
extinguished and a cleanup was in process. Cleanup success is being verified with
Toluene “sniffers” Tuesday (8/26/08).

Denver DEH took advantage of the fire to exercise plume models with EPA’s NARAC
support. Denver DEH generated an IMAAC model of the hypothetical release. This was
reviewed by EPA’s Environmental Unit in the REOC. A GIS map, exercise data
management, exercise coordination with NEIC for sample analysis, and consultation to
DEH was provided from the REOC Tuesday (8/26/08).

4 Spill events occurred outside of Metro Denver. The first was a diesel spill from a
saddle tank onto roadway in Commerce City Tuesday (8/26/08).

A hydrogen sulfide release from a compressor station occurred in Beulah, North Dakota
Tuesday (8/26/08).

A fire at a fireworks stand caused a release of natural gas from a nearby meter in
Evanston, Wyoming Tuesday (8/26/08).

A refinery in Riverton, Wyoming released a small amount of Sulfur Trioxide when a
power failure forced a plant shutdown.
